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1. ABOUT SAFTA: CELEBRATING CREATIVITY ENCOURAGING EXCELLENCE

A. In 2005 representatives of the South African Film and Television industry resolved to come together under the auspices of the National Film and Video Foundation of South Africa (NFVF) to establish the annual South African Film and Television Awards, the SAFTA AWARDS (SAFTAS). 

B. The primary objective of the SAFTA Awards is to honour, celebrate and promote the creativity, quality and excellence of South African Film and Television talent and productions, and to encourage entrepreneurship and the development of new talent within the industry.
C. SAFTAS has had four sessions to date. Each session has given over 70 awards each. 

D. The fifth session of SAFTAS will take place on Saturday 19th February 2011
2. THE GOLDEN HORN 

A. All SAFTA winners are presented with the Golden Horn, the official SAFTA Trophy.  

B. The creative concept behind the SAFTA Trophy, the “Golden Horn” is built on the strength of the collective effort and community that is inherent in the South African Film and Television industry of today and reflects the collective energy of the team and the recognition of the individual as part of a collective. 

C. All Nominees will be provided with ONE (1) personalized Nomination Certificate. 
D. All winner’s will be presented with ONE (1) personalised certificate.
3. SAFTA 2011 KEY DATES AND DEADLINES 
A. Call for entries opening date: Monday 17th May 2010
The SAFTA 2011 call for entries opens on Monday 17th May 2010 and will close on Friday 16th July 2010.  An online application system will be used for entry into SAFTAS 2011 which can be accessed at www.saftaregistration.co.za . Please note that no manual applications will be accepted. Please go to section 4.4 for the online application guidelines. 
B. All entries must reach the NFVF offices by 16:00hrs on Friday 16th July 2010
C. Programme eligibility  

Eligible film or television production/programmes for entry for the 2011 Awards should have been produced and publicly exhibited or broadcast between the 1st August 2009 31st July 2010. All Feature Film entries eligibility is from 1st August 2009 – 31st December 2010
D. Judging 

The judging process will take place between August and October 2010 and shall be completed in November 2010
E. Announcement of Nominees:    

The SAFTA 2011 Nominees will be made public at the SAFTA 2011 Nominee Announcement Junket in January of 2011.   

F. SAFTA 2011 awards ceremonies 
The SAFTA 2011 awards ceremonies will take place on Saturday 19th February 2011. 
4. SAFTA ENTRY REQUIREMENTS, RULES AND REGULATIONS 

4.1 ACCEPTANCE OF THE RULES

A. By submitting an entry, the entrant agrees to accept and abide by all rules in this document as well as decisions of the SAFTA organizers, Committee and Judges, and warrants that the production is eligible to be entered in accordance with the SAFTA  Rules and Regulations, as contained herein.
B. Please read these requirements, rules and regulations carefully and completely before submission of entry. 
4.2 ELIGIBILITY 

A. The contest is open to all legal citizens and permanent residents of the Republic of South Africa. 
B. Only South African film and television productions will be considered for the awards. 
C. Co-productions with foreign partners shall only be eligible provided that the production has been certified as an Official Co-production and a South African film by the Competent Certification Authority in South Africa. In the event that the majority and key components of a co-produced programme or film are foreign, the production will not be eligible for the overall ‘Best Production” category award.    

D. Non South African talent and crew featured in or participating in the production of an eligible entry will be eligible for awards at the discretion of the SAFTA Judging Committee and will be verified by the SAFTA Committee.  

E. Programs cancelled or discontinued during their transmission runs will not be eligible for entry. 
F. Programs and individuals previously entered in any other National competition are eligible.
G. To be eligible for entry for the 2011 Awards film or television productions should have been produced and publicly exhibited or broadcast between the between the 1st August 2009 31st July 2010. All Feature Film entries eligibility is from 1st August 2009 – 31st December 2010
H. Only South African feature films that have had a South African theatrical release will be eligible for entry into the awards. All feature films that have only had an international release theatrical or otherwise including festival runs and no South African release will not be eligible for entry into the awards.
4.3 WHO MAY SUBMIT AN ENTRY

A. Films or television productions must be entered for consideration by, producers or production companies, distributors or broadcasters or (authorised representatives) who are the owners of the copyright to the entered program or film.  An authorised representative is defined as a person appointed by the eligible copyright owner to make an entry on their behalf. 

B. In the case where an authorised representative, agent; manager; studio; production company or broadcast entity facilitates the entry by completing an entry form on behalf of an individual, the listed entrant will be considered as the eligible entrant. 
C. Programmes submitted in a particular award section, will be automatically eligible for all relevant awards categories in the section. Individuals may not submit entries for individual category awards.

D. Student entrants must be registered with a recognized education facility during the eligible time of entry. Professionals who produced material as students during the eligible entry period may only submit student projects under student categories. Any project produced, as a professional must be entered into the professional categories. 
E. Next of kin may make an entry on behalf of a deceased relative, provided that the deceased relative is the copyright owner of the submitted program.  Proof of relation is to accompany submission plus a death certificate.
4.4  ONLINE ENTRY PROCEDURE:

A. Online Entry :

a. Online Entry System can be found on the SAFTA Entries website www.saftaregistration.co.za 

b. Please note no manual entry forms will be accepted. 
c. The Online system will generate a summary sheet with a reference number which is to  be attached to the DVD’s that will be delivered to the NFVF offices,  – NFVF offices: 87 Central Street, Houghton, Johannesburg 2198 - between 09h00 – 16h00 during the entry period.
d. Correct entry information is the responsibility of the entrant. The SAFTA Committee nor the SAFTAS staff will be held liable for incorrect information on the  entry form
e. In the case of TV, all entrants are to indicate with episode each cast and crew member appears.

f. All summary sheets are to be signed by the entrant. 

B. All Summary sheets must be submitted with the relevant  DVD(S)  per entry  either by courier or physical delivery to:

C. All entries (summary sheets and DVDs) are to be submitted no later than the closing date and time of 16h00  Friday 16th July 2010 
4.5 CAST AND CREW LISTS AND SCREEN CREDITS

A. Eligibility is based on screen credit; please complete and submit the full screen credit list/form with your entry package.  In the case of TV, all entrants are to indicate by episode which cast and/or crew member appears
B. Producers may not alter an individual’s screen credit in order to qualify or disqualify the individual for any category.

C. In the case where an authorised representative, agent; manager; studio; production company or broadcast entity facilitates the entry by completing an entry form on behalf of an individual, the listed entrant will be considered as the eligible entrant. 

D. The Entrant warrants that all individuals submitted for consideration herein have been notified of this Entry, and that they have been provided with relevant details of the event as it pertains to them individually
E. A list of current alternative / preferred addresses, phone numbers and e-mails of each individual entered for consideration is crucial in order to notify nominees in adequate time to receive their Certificates, Award Ceremony tickets, etc. 
4.6 ELGIBLE NUMBER OF ENTRIES PER ENTRANT

A. Eligible entrants/representatives may submit one (or more) program entry(ies) per section.
B. Where there is a program that is eligible for placement in more than one section, the Producer has discretion, with the final approval of The SAFTA  Committee, to enter the program in a single category. The placement of a program, will automatically direct the placement of all individual achievement entries in that particular section. 
C. Extended-length episodes of series may only be entered in the series category and may not be entered as movies, miniseries or specials. If a program is comprised of more than one segment, an individual entrant may enter his or her segment only, e.g. Series Producer. To be eligible the entrant must be the copyright owner of the said segment or have obtained clearance from the rights owner of the series.     
4.7 ENTRY FORMATS

A. For the Feature Film, Made for TV Movie, Documentary, Television Non Fiction, Short Film, And Student Sections, Five DVDs of the complete program or episode(s) being entered MUST be submitted with each entry.
B. In the Television Fiction section (TV Drama, TV Soap, Mini Series and TV Comedy), a selection of   2 episodes of the program entered MUST be submitted with each entry.  The submitted episodes do not necessarily have to be in a series but those considered as best reflective of the overall quality of the program. Five DVDs of each episode being entered MUST be submitted with each entry. 
C. Should more than 1 category apply to the entry submitted, please note 5 DVD’s are required per category chosen.
D. Entry submissions are limited to DVD; any other format must be accompanied by a compelling motivation for submission. 
E. Any entry submitted without a DVD will be disqualified and will not go though to the judging phase. 
F. Entrants are liable for the technical quality of all submitted material. 
G. All DVDs are to be labelled by the entrant or representative , detailing 

· Online reference number

· Film or program title
· Episode title or miniseries part

· Awards section title(s) e.g. TV Drama / Comedy/ Short / Feature Film etc 

· Theatrical release or broadcast dates(s)

· Length / Duration of submitted program. 

· Picture format /Aspect Ratio. 
NB: No contact details to be entered on the DVD label

A. The final date for all errors and omissions regarding entries will be communicated to the relevant entrants by The SAFTA Committee once judging panels have been appointed.
4.9 SAFTA COMMITTEE DISCRETION

A. The SAFTA Committee is an advisory panel to the SAFTAS, and all SAFTA Committee decisions shall be final and binding and no correspondence will be entered into. The SAFTA Committee is responsible for ensuring that all entries have adhered to the guidelines contained in this document.  
B. The SAFTA Committee have complete authority over all aspects of the Awards Processes. Any decision made by the SAFTA committee will be sent to the SAFTA Board for ratification.
C. The SAFTA Committee will not be liable for reproduction of material for screening purposes. Quality DVD(s) of the complete program or episode(s) being entered MUST accompany each entry.

D. Ineligible entries will be disqualified at any stage of the competition. Should an entry be made in the wrong category, The SAFTA Committee may advise the entrant to re-categorize the entry at their discretion. In the case whereby such an error is not discovered until entries go to the judging panel, the entry will be disqualified. If The SAFTA committee makes an error that leads to the incorrect categorization of the entry, a correction will be issued.

E. The SAFTA Board, Committee and SAFTA organizers cannot be held responsible for any loss or damage of material submitted for entry.

F. Entrants consent to SAFTA showing excerpts from their entry/s for marketing and publicity for SAFTA as well as at the awards event. This includes still frames, names and reference to the entry in all media worldwide. SAFTA must be given clearance to retain one of two copies of the program entered for library and archival purposes. 

G. The SAFTA Board, Committee and SAFTA organizers accept no liabilities for any licensing or copyright of material within an entry. By entering the competition, the entrant accepts full responsibility for all material submitted and holds SAFTA blameless and will indemnify SAFTA in any and all lawsuits, fees or other settlements, which might arise out of copyright violation action at law. 
H. Entries are made at an Entrant’s own expense and the SAFTA Board and Committee shall not be liable to reimburse any expenses incurred in making an entry.

I. Unless specifically stated, unsuccessful entrants in any stage will not be contacted by The SAFTA Board or Committee. 
J. The entrant accepts that decisions of the SAFTA Board, committee and judge’s are final.
4.10 SAFTA AWARDS CEREMONIES

A. The entrants agree that should they be nominated in a category, they shall attend the gala awards event or ensure that a suitable recipient is in attendance. SAFTA will endeavour to ensure that the entrants are informed of their nominations; however it is the entrants’ responsibility to find this information on the website or from the NFVF office

4.11 JUDGING

A. The SAFTA judging process will be jury based and multiphased. 
B. The SAFTA Committee selects judging panels. These will consist of recognized specialists within the South African television/video/film production industry and may include  other professionals in other media, e.g. press. 
C. Any judge having a direct or an indirect interest in an entry will be requested to declare such interest and will be excluded from judging that entry.
D. Any decision made by the SAFTA judging committee and Board shall be final and binding and no correspondence will be entered into.
E. All results are audited by an independent auditor
4.12 COMPLAINTS AND GRIEVANCES 

A. All complaints or grievances regarding non-judging issues are to be lodged in writing with the office of the SAFTAS Chairperson. 
B. All complaints or grievances regarding judging issues are to be lodged in writing with the office of the SAFTAS Overall Judging Chairperson
C. All complaints or grievances will be responded to by the appropriate Chairperson in writing within 7 days of receipt of communication.

However entrants are required to stipulate which category they are submitting an entry for on the entry form. 

B.  Performances shall not be eligible for award consideration if all the dialogue has been dubbed by another actor

C.  Dubbed singing unless it constitutes the entire performance will not affect the performer’s eligibility

4. Nominations to be accompanied by a motivation as well as acceptance of the nominee being put forward. There is no specific broadcast time frame for the outstanding contributor category.
5. Other special awards may be awarded at the discretion of the SAFTA Executive and Judging Committees
