SKIN the movie now available on DVD

SKIN, which tells the story of a black woman born to white Afrikaaner parents has done exceptionally well on theatrical circuit with a per print average of just under R98,000 that matches big Hollywood titles such as The Tooth Fairy. The total cume is currently R1,080,000 .

Since its release globally, the film has received more than 20 awards. In January 2010 the film received two awards at the MOSAEC Audience Excellence award; taking home The Best International Film and Maestro Award (Actress) for Sophie Okonedo. The MOSAEC Audience Excellence award winners were determined after two weeks of online voting, in which the public chose from lists of eligible nominees in traditional “Best of” categories as well as several contemporary categories.

Other international awards include the Audience Award for Best Film at the Santa Barbara Film festival, Best Narrative and Best Jury Awards at the Pan African Film Festival, Audience Award at the Afrika Film Festival, Belgium , Audience Award at the AFI Dallas, Best Feature Film at the Palm Beach International Film Festival 2009, and Circle Audience Award at the Film Fest DC - Washington DC. It was also voted the Best South African Film at the 7th Annual Tri Continental Film Festival 2009.

The film has received rave reviews internationally and locally, with Barry Ronge of the Sunday Times calling it, “A work of great beauty and inspiration” and Roger Ebert of the Chicago Sun Times calling it,”One of the best films of the year!”

Starring Award-winning Sophie Okonedo, Sam Neill, Alice Krige, Tony Kgoroge and Ella Ramangwane, SKIN is produced by Anthony Fabian, Genevieve Hofmeyr and Margaret Matheson, and directed by Anthony Fabian.
